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Today the City of Casper-Natrona County Health Dipant reminded residents that we are moving
into what could be a heavy mosquito season anddatlet residents do what they can to reduce
breeding habit on their own properties. “The regairts and the high water levels in the North Blatt
River have created many new breeding habits”, gtBtéb Harrington, Health Department Director.
“Our mosquito Control personnel are working diliggrto control those natural habitats, but there
are also many things that property owners can dhelo’.

Residents are urged to check their property for stapding water that could serve as mosquito
breeding habitat, and to take steps to minimizedlaonditions.
Check for standing water in:
Wading pools
Tires
Gutters, eaves and downspouts
Small pond

These should be drained and if they are to be ed;usfilled with fresh water.

For larger bodies of water, such as stock pondsrmmental fish ponds, property owners can call
the Health Department at (307) 577-9724 to ask atemeiving small treatment bricks that can be
placed in the water to kill mosquito larvae.

Harrington said, “The Health Department will be centrating our efforts on the species that we
know carry West Nile Virus and other diseases”.sdil, “Most of the mosquitoes we see right now
are the “nuisance” species that do not carry desdsowever there are many things that residents
